Why Drive-in Wi-Fi?

« Launched primarily as parking lot hotspots in
response to the COVID-19 pandemic

» Users required to practice social distancing and
hygiene precautions, including staying in
vehicle or at least six feet from other users.

« Security measures were determined by the
entity managing the site:
« Some had logins and passwords
« Some had Children’s Internet Protection
Act (CIPA) safe security installed
« Some sites were unregulated
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Not Just a Rural Challenge

« Broadband equity is not just a rural
challenge!

« This project specifically addressed
underserved and economically
disadvantaged communities in urban
and suburban areas as well.

« Often even when broadband
services is technically available, it is
too costly to be in reach for many
